2010-2011 Student Seed Grant Instructions (version 8/2010)


The CABI provides two forms of sponsorship for members of GSU and GT:  ‘seed grants’ and ‘student seed grants’. Both mechanisms can pay for up to $10,000 in scanning costs at the CABI, but the student seed grants can provide an additional $2000 to compensate participants for time and travel (all scans and reimbursements require valid IRB approval). Student seed grants are only available for students from these institutions, and require a faculty member to act as a mentor. Both mechanisms will be peer reviewed with funding decisions made by the CABI operations committee. Winners of traditional seed grants are obligated to review future seed grant proposals. Finalists for student seed grants may be asked to verbally present their proposal and will be expected to give a presentation of their research at the end of the year.  The following forms are specific to the student seed grant.
The Seed Grant Application consists of the following: 

1. The project title.

2. The team members (PI [GSU/GT student], Mentor [GSU/GT faculty], other collaborators).
3. Abstract (in lay terms) of the project (<250 words) explicitly stating the impact of the project.

4. A project description (≤4 pages) that includes: 

a. A statement of the scientific question or problem.

b. A paragraph describing the background of the question or problem and its significance.

c. The specific aims of the project.

d. Methodological approaches to those aims. 

e. Any collaboratory aspects of the project.

NOTE:  Project description should be written in such a manner that reviewers outside of the applicants’ primary discipline will be able to comprehend it. Project descriptions that are not readily understandable by the reviewers will not be scored.

5. A budget description that itemizes the number of scanning hours required and participant compensation.
6. Permissions/approvals for the care and use of vertebrate non-human animals, or human subjects.

Applications should be electronically submitted to Chris Rorden (rorden@gatech.edu). Proposals are accepted on a rolling basis and receive peer-review. The authors will be asked to write a response to the reviews, followed by a decision regarding funding by the CABI operations committee. 

Obligations for those receiving support:

1. A presentation of the findings to the CABI is expected upon completion of the project.
2. Scans are expected to be completed within one year of approval. 

3. Primary funds (up to $10,000) can only be used for scanning, additional funds (up to $2000) can only be used to reimburse participants for time and travel as approved by the Center’s IRB. Seed grant calendar booking may be more restrictive than for external funds (see online calendar for details).

Review Criteria:

1. Scientific Merit: the importance of the project’s aims for neuroscience and the likelihood that those aims can be achieved in a timely fashion with center support.

2. Student experience: How will this proposal position the student for their future career.
